These shal | also
apply to all future business relationships, even if they are not
explicitly agreed again. These Terms and Conditons are

considered to be accepted at the latest upon receip t of the
goods or the performance of services. We herby cont  radict
any and all adverse confirmations of customers refe rring to
their terms and conditions and/or conditions of pur chase.

2. Any and all agreements made between the customer and us
for the purpose of carrying out this contract must be made in
writing.

3. Our conditions of sale and delivery shall only b e valid vis-a-
vis entrepreneurs in the sense of § 310, para. 1 BG B [German
Civil Code].

§ 2 Offer and Conclusion of a Contract

1. Our offers are subject to confirmation and are u  nbinding.
Any and all declarations of acceptance and orders n eed to be
confirmed by us in wrting or by fax to become lega Iy
effective.

2. Our employees are not authorised to make any ora |
collateral agreements or oral confirmations which g o beyond
the content of the written contract.

3. The conclusion of the contract takes place under the
proviso that our suppliers deliver to us correctly and in time.
This shall only applyin the event that the failed delivery is not
our responsibility, in particular, in the event tha t a congruent
covering operation is concluded with our supplier. The
customer will be immediately informed that the perf ormance is
not available. The counterperformance will be immed iately
reimbursed.

4. Any and all drawings, illustraons, measures, w eights or
other performance data shall only be binding if the y are
explicitly agreed in writing.

5. We reserve the property and copy right for any a nd all
illustrations, drawings, calculations and other doc uments.
This shall also apply to such written documents whi ch are
identified as "confidentia". The customer needs ou r explicit
written consent to pass them on to third parties.

§ 3 Prices and Terms of Payment

1. Insofar as not otherwise indicated, the prices i ncluded in
our offers are binding for us for 30 days following the date of
the offer. Otherwise, the prices mentioned in our ¢ onfirmation
of order, plus the respective legal sales tax, shal | be relevant.

Additional supplies and performances are charged
additionally.

2. Insofar as not otherwise stated in our confirmat ion of order,
our prices are "ex warehouse" excluding packing whi ch will
be charged separately.

3. We reserve the right to modify our prices accord ingly, if
cost reductions or increases take place following t he
conclusion of the contract, in particular, due to w age
settlements and changes in materials prices. We wil | provide
proof of such at the customer's request.

4. The reduction of cash discounts must be separate |y agreed
in writing.
5. The legal provisions shall apply with respect to any delay in

payment.

6. We are authorised to use payments to dear older debts,
even if otherwise stated in the customer's Terms an d
Conditions. We will inform the customer about the k ind of set-

off. In the event that costs and interest had alrea dy been
incurred, we shall be entitled to set-off the payme nt, first with
the costs, then with the interest and finaly with the princpal
performance.

7. The customer shall only have the right to set-of f, if the
counterclaims have become final, are uncontested or
acknowledged by us. Furthermore, the customer is en titled to
exercise a right of retention, insofar as the count  erclaim is
based on the same contractual relationship.

§ 4 Period of Delivery and Performance
1. Dates and periods of delivery, which can be agre ed
bindingly or unbindingly, must be agreed in writing

2. We shall not be responsible - even in the case o f bindingly
agreed periods and dates - for delays in delivery a nd
performance, if these delays are due to Force Majeu re or due
to events which not only temporarily essentially co mplicate or
make impossible the delivery (including, in particu lar, strikes,
lock-outs, governmental orders etc.), even if they affect our

suppliers or their sub-suppliers. In this event, we shall be
entitled to postpone the delivery and/or the perfor mance by
the period of the complication plus an appropriate restarting

time, or to resign the contract in full or in part with respect to
the part not yet fulfilled.

3. If the complication lasts more than three months , following
the setting of an appropriate additional period of time, the
customer shall be entitled to resign that part of t he contact
which has not been fulfilled. In the event that the period of
delivery or performance is extended or in the event we are
released from our obligations, the customer shall n ot be
entitled to any claim for damages. We can only refe  r to the
abovementioned circumstances, if we immediately inf orm the
customer.

4. Insofar as we are responsible for the non-compli ance of
bindingly agreed dates and periods or if we are in delay, the
customer shall be entitted to a compensation for de lay
amounting to a haf percent for every completed wee k of the
delay, in total however, a maximum of five percent of the
invoice value of the supplies and performances affe cted by
the delay. Any and all further claims shall be excl uded, unless
the delay is caused by our gross negligence.

5. We are entited to carry out partial deliveries and partial
performances at any time, unless the partal delive  ry or partial
performance is not of interest for the customer.

6. The compliance of our delivery and performance o  bligations
is based on the due and in time compliance of the ¢ ustomer's
duties.

7. In the event that the customer is in delay of ac  ceptance, we
shall be entitled to clam the damage occurred. Upo n the
beginning of the delay in acceptance, the risk of a  ccidental
deterioration or accidental loss passes to the cust omer.

§ 5 Passing of Risk

The risk passes to the customer, as soon as the del ivery has
been handed over to the person carrying out the tra  nsport or
has left our warehouse for delivery. In the event t hat the
delivery is delayed upon the customer's request, th e risk shall
pass to the customer when the notice is given that the goods
are ready for delivery.

§ 6 Liability for Defects

1. Claims of the customer based on defects require that the
customer has duly fulfiled his/her duty to examine and to
make a complaint in respect of a defect immediately on receipt
of the goods due to § 377 HGB [Commercial Code].

2. In the event that a defect is given we shall be entitled to
choose a posterior fulfiment either in the form of a correction
of faults or in the form of adelivery of anew fau  Itless good. In
the event of a correction of fault, we are obliged to bear all
expenditure necessary for the removal of the defect , in
particular, transport, travel, labour and materials costs, insofar
as those are not increased because the good was tra  nsported
to a place other than the place of performance.

3. In the event that the posterior fulfiment fails , the customer
is entitled to either choose to resign the contract or to request
a reduction in purchase price.

4. We are liable in accordance with the legal provi sions,
insofar as the customer asserts a claim for damage which is
based on intent or gross negligence, including inte nt or gross
negligence of our representatives or vicarious agen ts. Insofar
as we are not charged with intentional infringement of the
contract, the liability for damage is restricted to the
foreseeable damage which typically occurs.

5. We shall be liable in accordance with the legal  provisions, if
we culpably violate an essential contractual obliga fon, in
such a case however, the liability shall be limited to the
foreseeable damage which typically occurs.

6. The liability due to culpable injury of life, bo  dy or health
shall remain unaffected. This shall also apply to t he
mandatory liability in accordance with the Product Liability
Law.

7. Insofar as not otherwise agreed in the foregoing ,any and all
liability shall be excluded.

8. The period of limitation with respect to claims based on
defects amounts to 12 months, starting from the dat e of the
passing of risk

9. Generally, only those properties are considered o be
agreed as quality of the goods which are mentioned in the
technical product description. Public statements,

recommendations or advertising of the manufacturer are not

considered contractual qualities of the goods.

§ 7 Overall Liability

1. Any further liability for damages other than tho se provided
for in § 6 shall be excluded - regardless of the le  gal nature of
the asserted claim. This shall, in particular, appl  y to claims for

damage resulting from culpa in contrahendo, due to other
breaches of obligations or due to claims in tort fo r the
compensation of property damage in accordance with § 823

BGB [German Civil Code].

2. The limitation of customer's claims pursuant to para.(1)
shall also apply, if the customer does notrequire damages but
performance, and instead said performance asserts u seless
expenditure.

3. Insofar as the liability for damages vis-a-visu s is excluded
or limited, this shall also apply with respect to t he personal
liability for damage of our employees, members of s taff, co-
operators, representatives and vicarious agents.

§ 8 Reservation of Title

1. We reserve the fitle to the goods until all paym  ents resulting

from the business relationship with the customer ha ve been
received. If the customer breaches the contract, in particular,

in the event of delay of payment, we shall be entt led o take
the goods back. If we take back the goods, this sha |l be
considered as a withdrawal from the contract. Ater we have
taken back the goods we shall be authorised to util ise them.
The utilisation revenues must then be set-off with the
customer's liabilities, less appropriate utlisatio n costs.
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2. The customer undertakes to treat the goods caref ully. In
particular, the customer shall be obliged to suffic iently insure
the goods at their new value and at the customer's own
expense against fire and water damage and theft. In  sofar as
maintenance and inspection work is necessary, the ¢ ustomer
must carry out that work at the customer's own expe nse and
in time.

3. In the event of a seizure of property or otheri  nterventions of
third parties, the customer must immediately inform us in
writing so that we can take legal action pursuant t 0 8§ 771 ZPO
[Civil Code of Procedure]. Insofar as the third par  ty isnotin a
condition to reimburse us the judicial and extrajud icial costs
of an action pursuant to § 771 ZPO, the customer sh all be
liable for the incurred loss.

4. The customer shall be entitled to resell the gopo ds in an
orderly business procedure, however, the customer a Iready

now assigns to us all claims, amounting to the fina | invoice
amount (including VAT) of our claim, which accrue f or the
customer from the resale vis-a-vis the purchaser or third

parties, regardless of whether the goods were resol d with or
without further processing. The customer shall rema in entitled
to collect this claim also following the assignment . Our right
to collect the claim ourselves shall remain unaffec ted.
However, we undertake to refrain from collecting th e claim as
long as the customer meets the payment obligations from the

collected revenues, is notin delay of payment or, in particular,
has not filed an application to open composition or insolvency
proceedings, or cessation of payments is given. How ever, if
this is the case, we can require that the customer informs us

about the assigned claims and the respective debtor s,
provides al information necessary for the collecti on, hands
over the necessary documents and informs the debtor (third
party) about the assignment.

5. The customer shall also assign o us the claims for securing
our claims against the customer which accrue vis-a- vis a third
party by connecting the goods with real property.

§ 9 Construction Modifications

We reserve the right to modify the construction at any time,
however, we are not obliged to carry out such modif ications to
products already delivered.

§ 10 Confidentiality

If not otherwise explicily agreed, any and all inf  ormation
provided to us in connection with orders shall not be
considered as confidential.

§ 11 Applicable Law, Jurisdiction and Partal Inval  idity

1. The laws of the Federal Republic of Germany shal | apply to
these business relationships and any and all legal
relationships between the customer and us. The prov  isions of
the UN Purchase Law shall not apply.

2. Insofar as the customer is a businessperson,al  ega person,
a public law entity or a special fund under pubic | aw, our
commercial residence shall be the exclusive jurisdi ction for
any and all disputes arising directly or indirectly from this

contractual relationship.

3. In the event that any provision of these Terms a nd
Conditions or a provision within other agreements i s or
becomes invalid, this shall not affect the validity of the other
provisions or agreements.
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
